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Plug-in Electric Vehicle (EV) Charging

BWMC offers employees or frequent visitors a plug-in outlet for their Electric Vehicle (EV) in full support of our Nation’s imperative to reduce our demand for foreign oil and to move our needs towards renewable energy.  These 120 volt outlets are identical to any home outlet presently used for EV charging.  They can replenish a charge of about 36 miles range in about an 8 hour shift for less than $1.80.  
Daily charging costs about 20 cents an hour and can be dropped off at the front desk, or routine commuters can purchase a monthly charging pass for about $20/mo for a 16 mile commute, according to each individual’s distance to work.  Allowing this charging-at-work helps EV owners keep their batteries always full and ready for each trip.  Here are the guidelines for use:
1) Use at your own risk.  These outlets are standard Ground Fault Circuit Interrupter (GFCI) outlets and are installed in accordance with the NEC just like your outdoor outlets at home.
2) Use your own 120V charge cord.  We will not be responsible for damage or theft to your cord.  Please use your vehicle or cord locking device to satisfy your security concerns.
3) Plugin ONLY to the signed outlets.  Attempting to use any other similar outlets will trip the circuit breaker and deny another EV the day’s charge.
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It has been noted that some models of Electric Vehicle charge cords are unreliable due to nuisance-tripping of the GFCI fault detection circuitry.  This is a known problem with some vehicles and is not the fault of our outlets.  If the GFCI trips, please feel free to attempt a RESET using the small RESET button on the GFCI outlet.
5) Layout your cord thoughtfully. Make sure that your cord is not a trip-hazard to other people nearby or those parked in adjacent spaces.
6) Be considerate of others.  If you are not charging, please move to another space.
7) This outlet is available on a first-come-first-served basis. 

8) Please notify management of your interest in using this outlet, to help us keep data on the use of this outlet and to know how to contact you if there are any concerns.
9) The management offers this as a convenience for employees and guests but reserves the right to terminate the charge, and/or unplug the cord at any time due to any consideration.
